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DIRECTIONS
Nuffield Hospitals have two buildings in Bristol (St Marys and The Chesterfield).
Health and Wellbeing Assessments are available at the Nuffield Proactive
Health Centre at The Chesterfield.

By Car
From the M4 East Join the M32 to Bristol City Centre, bear right at the traffic
lights at the end of the motorway, take the centre lane and the second exit at the
next roundabout. Passing the Bus Station on the left and the Bristol Royal
Infirmary on the right, follow the sign posts to Clifton. Pass straight on through
two traffic light junctions.

With the University ‘Wills Tower’ on the right hand side, keep to the right hand lane,
straight on at lights, then keeping to the left, turn left at next lights. Keeping to the
left follow the road signs to Clifton Suspension Bridge. Continue along this road to a
T-junction then turn left into Regent St. Approximately 50 yards past the pedestrian
crossing take the left hand slip road Clifton Hill where the hospital stands on the left.

From the M4 West
Exit at junction 22, join the M5 southbound and exit at junction 19. Follow the
M5 South route directions below.

From the M5 South
Exit at junction 19, join the A369 to Bristol and follow the signposts to Bristol.
Take the left turn at the traffic lights signposted Clifton and Suspension Bridge
and cross over the bridge. Take the third exit at the mini roundabout and follow
the road across two pedestrian crossings.

Take the left hand slip road Clifton Hill after approximately 50 yards where the
hospital stands on the left.

From the M5 North
Exit at junction 17, join the A4018 to Bristol and follow the signposts to the
city centre.

Turn right at the traffic light junction with St
Paul’s Road and at the end of this road turn
into Queen’s Road. Continue along this road
to a T-junction then turn left into Regent
Street. 50 yards past the pedestrian crossing
take the left hand slip road Clifton Hill where
the hospital stands on the left.

By Rail
Travel to Bristol Temple Meads station and
take a taxi to the hospital. Alternatively a bus
service leaves regularly from the station
approach to Clifton.

By Bus
A local service leaving from the city centre
stops at Victoria Square and Clifton Down
Road which is approximately 5 minutes walk
from the Chesterfield.
